Scopes of Work – HVAC / Mechanical
Performance Requirements and Activity Expectations

Performance Requirements:
Heating and Mechanical Systems:

For a period of five (5) years from date of installation, all plumbing and HVAC functions will remain fully operational  The systems will remain defect-free and maintain their quality in HVAC distribution throughout the warranty period.
Scope of Work
1. Obtain all permits and inspections on identified properties.

2. This contract may require multiple mobilizations.

3. Install all ducting, returns, furnace, thermostat and thermostat wire.
4. Install kitchen and bath ventilation fan ducts so as to minimize length, kinks and turns.
5. All gas piping shall be properly supported and run at 90-degree angles to framing members.

6. Gas supply to range shall be located so as to not interfere with placement of range (within 1” of wall).

7. Subcontractor to provide gas line at furnace location at the time of the rough, when weather requires furnace installation prior to drywall.  Determination to be made by Construction Manager.

8. Install furnace 2” off floor, supported by brick or block, and secure furnace to the concrete floor with bolts or other suitable fasteners.

9. Supply registers at the time of the finish.
10. Perform complete system check prior to final inspection, including:  pilot, burner, thermostat and balancing.
11. All wall grilles are to be installed level and plumb at the time of the finish.
12. Maintain proper clearances from combustible materials.
13. Any holes cut in the exterior wall shall be sealed with silicone sealant to prevent air leaks.
14. All exterior penetrations must be flashed and taped properly.
15. Subcontractor shall not deviate from the original layout without prior approval from Habitat for Humanity Detroit.

16. Take due care so as to not damage any other subcontractor or volunteer work.

17. Subcontractor shall cut all supply and return openings.  Removal of structural lumber, e.g.: top or bottom wall plates, shall be done in such a way as to maintain the integrity of the assembly.  Metal straps or plates of the proper gauge shall be used to tie cutouts together.
18. Mask supply cutouts to prevent dust and debris from accumulating in duct work.

19. Install gas supply line from meter to furnace, water heater, and range, as well as clothes dryer.
20. Exterior gas pipe shall be painted flat black.
21. Provide a sticker on the furnace with Subcontractor’s 24-hour emergency contact information.
22. Broom sweep unit daily after work is complete.  All trash and debris generated by subcontractor must be removed from the house and disposed of properly.  HFHD will provide a dumpster for trash and a dumpster for recyclable materials.
23. Obtain final inspection within 48 hours of notification by HFHD.

24. Provide an on-site representative to accompany inspectors and address violations.

25. Subcontractor is responsible for access to and securing of each house when work or inspections are being performed.  This includes securing Habitat-issued keys and alarm codes.

26. Provide an on-site representative to walk the site once per month or as requested with the Construction Manager, to address loose ends.

27. Adhere to project schedule as established by Habitat for Humanity representative

28. Install any fixtures provided by Habitat.

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Section 3 Compliance Statement
The subcontractor agrees that when CDBG funds are being sought to reimburse HFHD for services rendered, the subcontractor shall meet all requirements called for by the CDBG agreement, including but not limited to reporting requirements, Executive Order 2007-1, and Davis-Bacon regulations in terms of prevailing wages. The subcontractor is responsible for obtaining materials and supplies from Detroit-based companies when possible.

Subcontractor is solely responsible for the proper use, storage and handling of all materials including, but not limited to, potential pollutants used in Subcontractor’s work.  Subcontractor to supply site supervisor with MSDS sheet for any and all material used or stored on job site.  Subcontractor at all times shall keep the premises, including any storage area used by Subcontractor free from all rubbish, debris and surplus material that may accumulate as a result of work performed on site.
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
