Scopes of Work – Drywall
Performance Requirements and Activity Expectations

Performance Requirements:

Drywall shall maintain a consistent, uniform appearance for a period of two (2) years from the date of completion.

Non-Performance Remedy:
Subcontractor shall repair defects including hairline cracks, nail pops, sagging, and shadow lines which occur during the first year of occupancy.  A Habitat Detroit Representative will determine what remedial actions may be necessary.

A problem resulting apart from workmanship and materials supplied by the Subcontractor is not the responsibility of the Subcontractor.  Repairs due to homeowner negligence are not the responsibility of the Subcontractor.  
Scope of Work

1. The scope of work includes hanging, finishing, sanding, and one spot.
2. HFHD will supply drywall, glue, tape, 90-degree corner bead, tearaway bead, screws and nails.  Subcontractor must supply all other materials necessary to complete the job.

3. Glue and screw drywall to ceilings.
4. No greenboard is to be used on ceilings.
5. No ceiling fasteners are to be used within 16” of an interior wall; Subcontractor must supply and install f-clips or similar.
6. Glue and screw drywall to interior walls.
7. Screw drywall to insulated exterior walls where facing is attached to the face of studs; do not apply glue.
8. Install drywall so as to minimize joints.
9. Openings are to be cut so wall board fits tight around penetrations.
10. Use shims where necessary to ensure corners are square and window reveals are even.
11. Attic scuttle access panels require a 3” return to support the lid.
12. Install corner bead straight, level, plumb, flush, and per manufacturer’s specifications.
13. Garage common wall shall be hung, taped and mudded to provide proper fire rating.  All exposed wood surfaces from the top of the foundation wall to the underside of the garage roof, including ledgers and any soffit boxes, must be covered.  Sanding this wall is not required, but a smooth surface is expected.
14. Broom sweep unit daily after work is complete.  All trash and debris generated by subcontractor must be removed from the house and disposed of properly.  HFHD will provide a dumpster for trash and a dumpster for recyclable materials.
15. Floor to be scraped and swept after sanding.

16. Take due care so as to not damage any other subcontractor or volunteer work.

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Section 3 Compliance Statement
The subcontractor agrees that when CDBG funds are being sought to reimburse HFHD for services rendered, the subcontractor shall meet all requirements called for by the CDBG agreement, including but not limited to reporting requirements, Executive Order 2007-1, and Davis-Bacon regulations in terms of prevailing wages.  Habitat Detroit will identify those properties for which CDBG funds are being sought.

The subcontractor is responsible for obtaining materials and supplies from Detroit-based companies when possible.
The Section 3 program requires that recipients of certain HUD financial assistance, to the greatest extent possible, provide job training, employment, and contract opportunities for low- or very-low income residents in connection with projects and activities in their neighborhoods.

Subcontractor is solely responsible for the proper use, storage and handling of all materials including, but not limited to, potential pollutants used in Subcontractor’s work.  Subcontractor to supply site supervisor with MSDS sheet for any and all material used or stored on job site.  Subcontractor at all times shall keep the premises, including any storage area used by Subcontractor free from all rubbish, debris and surplus material that may accumulate as a result of work performed on site.
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
