Scopes of Work – Excavation, Backfill, Grading
Performance Requirements and Activity Expectations

Performance Requirements Excavation, Backfill and Grading:
Excavation, Water and Sewer Tap
All homes will be excavated to suitable bearing soil and leveled within 1/10 of a foot.  All over digs will be held to a minimum, within OSHA regulations.

The sewer and water system installed from the mains to the house will be free of leaks, blockage, or defects for a minimum of 5 years.  The system will maintain its integrity and remain fully operational during this period.

Backfill, Rough and Final Grade
The backfill process shall result in positive drainage away from the structure and an absence of decomposable material or materials which could damage the structure or services below grade.  Backfill areas shall not settle over 8% during the first year.  Backfill against structures must meet applicable codes for the area and recommendations of foundation system.

The lot will be graded and finished within two inches of the proposed final engineering.  All lots will maintain a minimum of 3% fall for drainage swales.  All lots will maintain a positive flow of water off the lot or will adhere to local conditions and approved engineering specifications.

Non-Performance Remedy:
Excavation, Water and Sewer Tap
The subcontractor is responsible for any costs associated with rework or repairs associated with an irregular excavation or over dig which is excessive or ill advised for the soils conditions.

The subcontractor is responsible for leaks and defects in the house water supply and house sewer system for a period of 5 years.  Issues arising from blockage shall only be the responsibility of the subcontractor if it can be shown that the blockage was present as a result of the installation.  The final determination of the cause shall be made by a Habitat Detroit Representative.
Backfill, Rough and Final Grading:
The subcontractor shall take corrective action whenever the conditions of the requirement have not been met and result in settlement over 8% within the first year.  Problems arising from damage to the structure or services because of improper backfill material or methods shall be the responsibility of the subcontractor.  The subcontractor will repair any drainage problem that does not have 3% fall or is not within 2/10 of final engineering.
Scope of Work
Excavation, Water and Sewer Tap
1. Review plot plan and grades with the Site Supervisor  prior to excavation
2. Excavation per approved plot plans and elevations noted on plan and/or on grade stakes

3. Install large stake/stanchion or 2x material on supply side of water line, painted blue
4. Paint curb blue at stop box location

5. Obtain all permits, inspections, and utility staking.  Subcontractor is responsible for calling Miss Dig, obtaining confirmation number and for all damage to any utility lines.

6. Use care to prevent excess dirt from falling onto city streets.  Scrape pavement clean after excavation.

7. Excavator must use transit to excavate basement to within 1” of desired grade.  Excavator will be responsible for all extra costs due to improper depth.

8. No loose fill to be placed in over cut areas/utility trenches.  Compact water and sewer trenches.
9. Notify Site Supervisor of any bad soil prior to removal

10. Pile excavated dirt to allow access to all four sides of the foundation

11. Location of excess dirt placement to be verified by Site Supervisor

12. Sewer leads must be pitched per code requirements

13. All excavations over 4’ must be benched per OSHA requirements

14. Trench attached garage foundation per specs
15. Provide access for concrete trucks to pour basement

16. Excavate stanchion pads to ensure adequate stone coverage under pads per plan

17. Install perimeter drain tile per plan details
18. Install 1” supply line into house and tap main.  Provide a means of concealing the water line so as to prevent theft
19. Install sewer line and tap main per city specifications
Backfill, Rough and Final Grade

1. Verify all inspections prior to backfill

2. Backfill foundation to elevation in accordance with final approved grading plan providing positive drainage

3. Backfill designated areas as directed by Site Supervisor with 1x3 crushed concrete to prevent settlement of flatwork.
4. Exercise care to prevent damage to foundation

5. Subcontractor is responsible for wall damage if not braced at time of backfill

6. Only clean backfill material is to be used, no frozen material, concrete or decomposable material

7. All backfill to be done at 45 degree angle to walls in maximum 24” lifts

8. Top the backfill 10 feet around perimeter of foundation with sand

9. Cut all areas to receive concrete flatwork as directed by Site Supervisor

10. Grade entire lot after deck completion

11. Clean street after each grade is done to maintain city ordinance

12. Final grade after flatwork is complete and exercise care so as to not damage drives and walks

13. Fill any settled areas and continue to maintain proper drainage away from the foundation or flatwork until closing

14. Sweep all flatwork upon completion of final grade

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Section 3 Compliance Statement
