Scopes of Work – Poured Foundation Wall
Performance Requirements and Activity Expectations

Performance Requirements Foundation Walls:
Concrete shall be the appropriate consistency to meet the design standards, strength and workability for the application.  The foundation shall provide proper bearing for the structure placed on it.  It shall maintain its design strength, surface appearance and waterproofing capability for a period of 10 years.

Non-Performance Remedy:

It shall be the subcontractor’s responsibility to make repairs or restitution for the following problems resulting from failure to meet the performance standard:

Foundation work shall not crack, spall or pit.  Cracks shall not exceed 1/8” in width.  Spalling shall not exceed 1/8” in depth or reveal exposed aggregate.  No leaks in foundations will be accepted.  The subcontractor is responsible for repairing such problems during the first ten years of occupancy.  Leaks are to be repaired by the Subcontractor free of charge for a period of 10 years from the date of installation.
System Specifications and Scope of Work:

1. All prints to be supplied by Subcontractor to footing and wall crew prior to start of job.  Plot plans to be provided by Habitat for Humanity

2. Report any bad soils to Habitat for Humanity Construction Director or Construction Manager.

3. Never pour over frozen ground

4. Form and pour footings and all pads to be level for posts, porch and lead walls.  Install minimum 1 ½” wide keyway in footings.  Footings to be level within 1/4”. 

5. Stanchion pads will be railed and poured 2” below top of footing, and sized according to plan.  Confirm with transit/laser.
6. During winter months, all footings are to be covered with straw or blankets.  After wall pour, straw or blankets are to be placed on the interior of the foundation.
7. Install bleeders below footing, pitched into the basement and kept free of all concrete and debris.  Place bleeders per plans or at the direction of Construction Manager.

8. Install 2 pieces of number 4 rebar in the footing and 2 number 4 rebar horizontal in the wall pour.  

9. Clean keyway of mud and debris prior to pouring the wall.

10. Form and pour walls plumb, square and tops to be within ¼” of level and ¾” of square.  Top of wall to have a trowel finish.

11. Install windows, beam pockets and miscellaneous openings per foundation plans, verify with Construction Manager.

12. Beam pockets to be 8 ½” deep.  Verify location and depths with Construction Manager.

13. Wall straps are to be placed 2’ on center, per code and municipal requirements, placed such that they are centered on mudsill.

14. All porches to be poured with basement walls, No Exceptions.

15. Install looped rebar or adequate haunch for attached garages.

16. All basements to be braced every 10’ of poured wall.  Bracing to be supplied by sub contractor.

17. Remove any exposed nails from walls and windows.

18. Install sock drain tile with 2” pea-stone below and 6” pea-stone above tile to meet codes and maintain proper drainage at bleeders with no low spots.  Drains to be installed only after damp proofing.  Verify proper drain tile installation with Construction Manager before covering.

19. Clean up debris daily.
20. Install lead wall at front and rear porch(es) and garage areas.

21. Brick faced aluminum forms are to be used on all exposed concrete areas.

22. Provide 12” x 42” trench and one course of block on attached garages of ranch homes.
23. Install steel beam on 4 bedroom ranch homes when provided

24. Install water barrier spray on each home prior to installing foam insulation provided by Habitat for Humanity.

25.  Basement walls to be warranted for a period of 10 years from date of application.

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Section 3 Compliance Statement

Subcontractor is solely responsible for the proper use, storage and handling of all materials including, but not limited to, potential pollutants used in Subcontractor’s work.  Subcontractor to supply site supervisor with MSDS sheet for any and all material used or stored on job site.  Subcontractor at all times shall keep the premises, including any storage area used by Subcontractor free from all rubbish, debris and surplus material that may accumulate as a result of work performed on site.
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
